Hoorn

In the province of North Holland, not too far from Amsterdam, lies the beautiful old harbor town of Hoorn. The town acquired city rights in 1357 and reached the peak of its glory in the seventeenth century, when the Dutch East India Company took up residence there.

The Old Dutch character of the town has been well preserved, as can be seen from the Hoofdtoren (Main Tower) at the old harbor, a landmark for many people entering Hoorn from the water.
